            Programs within the Honey Harbour and MacTier have been ongoing throughout the winter. These are 

            the programs that we have offered since February:

MacTier
Grass Heads- There were 9 people who attended this program

Floating Butterflies- 8 children participated in this program

Thank you card workshop- 14 adults attended this workshop where they made their own cards using paint and a salt technique.

There are several classes from the MacTier school that have been coming to the library every other week. 60 students in total came in February.

Painting Program- We had an artist come in and teach us how to paint an arcrylic picture. 6 ladies came out for the evening program and it was fantastic! Everyone left with an original work of art.

Circuit Bugs- 4 children attended this program during March break
Elephant and Piggie Day- this fun filled program was offered on the last Friday of the March break. Unfortunately, no one came out. The timing was poor so we will run this program again but select a better date.

Pre-school winter wonderland program ran and 5 little ones and 2 adults attended. It was so much fun!

            The Honey Harbour Public School has been coming to the library every other week. I usually read one 

            to the classes and then we discuss it. The children are encouraged to share their views and they often add 

            real life experiences that are similar. 39 students came out in February.

                       The staff had a meeting to discuss spring and summer programs for both the Honey Harbour

                       and MacTier branches. There are some fantastic programs for families, children and adults 
                       coming up. To give you an idea of a few of them, they include:


     Honey Harbour
· Spring Fling family program will be held on Saturday, April 27th at the Honey Harbour library

· Pre-school ‘It’s Spring’ program will run on Friday, April 12th
· We are working on planning an adult program for May but not sure exactly what we will be doing yet

· I am working on having the OPP come to Honey Harbour and MacTier to do a bicycle clinic for the kids plus combine it with a car seat clinic for parents with babies and young ones.
· Each Thursday in the summer, there will be a children’s program running. The themes range from pirate day, bad art day, family science day, library mini golf, Minute to Win it, and we are looking at bringing in a Magician as well. These are a few of the programs that we are looking to provide.

      MacTier

· They are running a burlap wreath making workshop for adults for March 27th. They already have 18 registered for the program.

· On April 6th, a children’s program is offered where the kids will be making baskets and other Easter related crafts

· April 24th will be another adult program. This time they will be making mason jar crafts. It is a unique craft and will be mounted on wood and decorated.

· May 4th is a spring planting program for children. They will make a variety of plant related items such as seed balls, will paint up some pots and plant a variety of seeds, and other planting related activities.

· The adults will make bird feeders out of china cups and saucers, plates, pots and more on May 22nd
· On July 28th, MacTier is hosting a Sunday afternoon tea along with an Art Sale. They are asking people if they would donate a craft or a hand-made piece of art so that they can auction it off as a fund raiser. They did something similar last year but sold jewelry and hand bags that had been donated. They raised about $800. If you are interested or know of anyone who is crafty that would be interested in donating something towards the sale, please let me know. 

· The children’s summer programs will include a Space day, Wizard’s day, slime making, a Magician, Georgian Bay Biosphere, Minute to Win it, Cardboard creations to name a few.


        We also talked about having a story walk for both branches. This will be an outdoor, passive 

                          activity. Story boards will be placed in the park and children can go from board to board, 
                          reading the story. It will be interactive where they will add in certain words in order to change 

                          the story- choose your own adventure! I am working on the details of this. It will have to be 
                          weather proof.
